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ñI Hope You Knowò 

Who doesnôt love a good story of a victory?  The story of 
the underdog, all odds against them winning, coming out 
on top, being the one crowned in the end, victorious!  
But to be victorious in life implies one great truth, there 
will and must be battles which we fight in order to find 
the victory we are hoping for.  Some of us are seeking a 
victory over the wrong things in life.  If weôre trying to 
make enough money to outweigh our mistakes, weôre 
fighting the wrong battle.  We need to be good stewards 
of what we are given, maybe even defeat our attitude of 
what we want today.  If weôre trying to avoid 
confrontation with family or friends by not talking about 
our differences, weôre fighting the wrong battle.  We 
need to be courageous to actually speak about our 
struggles and differences, face to face.  If weôre trying to 
conquer sin through blaming Satan, circumstances, or 
someone else, weôre fighting the wrong battle!   
 
There was something about the number three.  Three 
events were recorded by Mark, ñtempted by Satan, and 
was with the wild beasts; and the angels ministered to 
Himò (Mark 1:13).  What Mark dispenses in three 
phrases, Matthew describes in three encounters.  Mark 
obviously doesnôt condemn Jesus, but commends Him for 

withstanding the temptation.  Can you imagine how our 
minds would race wondering about the temptation of 
Jesus, if Markôs words were the only ones recorded about 
that moment in our Masterôs life?  Think about it, if all 
we knew about His temptation was that He was 
tempted, and nothing more, how much our mind would 
speculate.  Still, what Mark says afterwards gives us our 
answer, ñJesus came to Galilee preaching the gospel of 
the kingdom of Godò (Mark 1:14).   
 
There was victory, described in simple terms.  But itôs 
Matthewôs description of what happens that gives us the 
greatest of insight.  He was tired, hungry, and separated 
from His family and friends.  For Satan the timing could  

not have been better.  But with three scriptures, Jesus 
Christ was able to resist and find victory over temptation 
the moment it came.  What could you do with three 
scriptures committed to your heart and mind?  Think 
about it.  Itôs also the proof in the life of Jesus while in 
the flesh of man, that even in this mortal body, Satan is 
not more powerful than our God.  His powers may be 
different from yours, but scripture is clear, ñHe who is in 
you is greater than he who is in the worldò (I John 4:4).  
There is no good reason for us to fear or fall on the 
excuse that Satan is too powerful.  He is restrained, ask 
Job.  He is contained, ask John.  He is disdained, ask 
Jesus.   
 
Our church family is no different from any other family.  
We face fears and challenges, heartaches and victories.  
These do not all come in the same ways at the same time, 
but they come.  For these reasons and many more, our 
elders have challenged us to be present, active, and part 
of the family times for gathering such as worship and 
bible study as often and as regularly as possible.  It 
shows their interest in providing for our spiritual 
nourishment and our spiritual growth.  Further, it shows 
they have a vested interest in our time together, knowing 
such can only strengthen and support our faith when we 
are separated.  I hope you know this their love for our 
souls is deep and dedicated, and we are the better for it!
